2. Zero Hunger: End hunger, achieve food security and improved nutrition,
and promote sustainable agriculture by ensuring access to nutritious food for
all people.

3. Good Health and Well-being: Ensure healthy lives and promote well-being
for all ages, including access to healthcare services, essential vaccines, and
the reduction of maternal and child mortality.

4. Quality Education: Ensure inclusive and equitable quality education for all,
promoting lifelong learning opportunities and improving literacy and
numeracy.
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5. Gender Equality: Achieve gender equality and empower all women and
girls by ending discrimination, violence, and harmful practices, and ensuring
equal participation and opportunities in all areas of life.

6. Clean Water and Sanitation: Ensure availability and sustainable
management of water and sanitation for all, aiming to achieve universal
access to safe drinking water and adequate sanitation facilities.

7. Affordable and Clean Energy: Ensure access to affordable, reliable,
sustainable, and modern energy for all, while promoting renewable energy
sources and increasing energy efficiency.

8. Decent Work and Economic Growth: Promote sustained, inclusive, and
sustainable economic growth, full and productive employment, and decent
work for all, including supporting entrepreneurship and innovation.
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9. Industry, Innovation, and Infrastructure: Build resilient infrastructure,
promote inclusive and sustainable industrialization, and foster innovation,
emphasizing the importance of sustainable practices and technologies.

10. Reduced Inequality: Reduce inequality within and among countries by
promoting social, economic, and political inclusion, and ensuring equal

opportunities for all, regardless of age, sex, disability, race, ethnicity, origin,
religion, or economic or other status.

11. Sustainable Cities and Communities: Make cities and human settlements
inclusive, safe, resilient, and sustainable, focusing on affordable housing,
sustainable transportation, and green spaces.

12. Responsible Consumption and Production: Ensure sustainable
consumption and production patterns by promoting resource and energy
efficiency, sustainable infrastructure, and reducing waste generation and
pollution.
